Aims and objectives:

The course aims to:
· Outline the main responsibilities and rights of different kinds of tenants
· Clarify the distinctions between tenancies and licences
· Examine the creation and termination of tenancies
· Explore the legal and managerial implications of Breaches of Tenancy – particularly abandonment and surrender of tenancy
· Consider how tenancies might be ended by landlords or tenants

By the end of the day delegates will:

· Be clear about the statutory and contractual rights of tenants
· Understand the difference between types of tenancy

· Be aware of the difference between tenancies and licences

· Have discussed suspected abandonment and how to deal with it

· Be clear about what to do with people’s personal possessions

· Understand tenants’ responsibilities

· Have looked at the most common grounds for possession
